School Reports 

 

The school reports are due home this Friday 

(tomorrow).  Please take the time to analyse 

your child’s report carefully.  A lot of time and 

effort goes into the writing of these reports 

from both the teachers and the students them-

selves.  Comprehensive testing is undertaken to 

affirm teacher beliefs and judgements about 

where each individual child is at in terms of 

academic ability in each subject area.  

 

An important part of any reporting procedure is 

the evaluative process.  It is vital to ongoing 

improvement that student work and results are 

studied in the context of “Where to now?” and 

“How can I improve?” 

 

As you read your child’s report this year, please 

consider the following; 

 

 Dot points are indicative of performance 

and improvement over a 12 monthly period. 

This report indicates how your child has pro-

gressed since this time last year and as such 

may be very different in composition and re-

sults to the last received report. 

 Read the teacher comments carefully and 

follow up any questions at next term’s parent 

teacher interviews.  The best person to talk to 

about your child’s results is obviously the class 

teacher. 

 All in all there are hundreds of progression 

points and achievement indicators that teachers 

are required to consider when completing these 

reports.  The higher up in the school your stu-

dent is, the more assessment measures are ap-

plied. 

 

Remember to be positive in your comments 

when discussing the report with your child, 

focus on the achievements and the good things 

they have done and together come up with a 

realistic plan to help achieve in areas of need.
