Arts Festival Dress Rehearsal 
 

All grades will have their arts festival 
dress rehearsal on Monday throughout 
the day. We would expect all children to 
bring along items of costume required.

Children unable to provide the appropri-
ate costume should have discussed this 
with their teacher or a note should have 
alerted the teacher that help was re-
quired. Unfortunately children who opt 
out will not be able to attend the excur-
sion.  

 
Hurting Other Children 

 
It is not acceptable to hurt other children 
at school. We have many children, espe-
cially boys, playing rough or hitting out 
when they are frustrated, particularly in 
the grades prep–2. This is not acceptable 
school behaviour and can not be toler-
ated. As adults we need to model more 
acceptable ways to resolve conflict and 
this needs to occur at home and in 
school. Your child must learn not hit out 
when their needs are not being met. Chil-
dren need to be severely reprimanded 
when displaying such behaviours and 
taught alternative strategies to resolve 
conflict. I will ask class teachers to con-
tact parents directly as issues arise so 
that we can work on these skills together. 
 
Children in grades 3-6 will be suspended 
from school or from school events for 
behaviours such as malicious hurting of 
others.  
 
I know the wider school community sup-
ports keeping our children safe.
