NAPLAN -Tests 

NAPLAN tests are held annually for 
grades 3 and grade 5 children in primary 
school. They are external examinations 
that rank children against all Australian 
children. They indicate the national aver-
age scores and show a range of average 
achievement for the middle 60% of stu-
dents in Australia. We have posted your 
childôs results to you. 
 
NAPLAN is a one-off test of achievement 
over a set number of days. Reports 
should be read in the context of what you 
already know about your child from 
school reports and teacher discussions.  
 
We find NAPLAN generally a very good 
indicator of a childôs performance and it 
is generally very accurate.  
 
If you have any concerns about your 
childôs progress you should make an ap-
pointment to discuss strategies with your 
classroom teacher, early next term, be-
tween the hours of 3:30 - 4:45pm. Ideally 
you should allocate a 30 minute time slot 
for this meeting. Children who are below 
the National Minimum Standards will 
need extra support to develop the skills 
required for successful schooling. It is 
imperative that a strong partnership is  

 

developed between the teacher and the par-
ents.  
 
The NAPLAN testing continues into secon-
dary school and children are also assessed 
at year 7 and year 9.  

 
Select Entry Year 7 Program
