Schools and childrenôs services closure pro-

cedures for the 2009/10 bushfire season  

The Government announced today that govern-
ment schools and childrenôs services that have 
been identified as being at high fire risk will close 
on a day declared a Code Red Fire Danger Rat-
ing Day. Bus routes and offsite activities such as 
excursions, schools camps and outdoor activities 
may also be cancelled or changed 

The pre-emptive closure policy arises from an 
assessment and audit process into the prepared-
ness of all government and non government 
schools and childrenôs services after the Febru-
ary fires. 

A register of schools and childrenôs services fa-
cilities that are at high risk from bushfires, and 
hence would need to close on a Code Red Fire 
Danger Rating Day, is being finalised. 

The register will be released to all schools and 
childrenôs services before October 28 (the start 
of this yearôs fire season). 

Regional offices continue to work closely with the 
central office on developing regional emergency 
management plans and will be providing specific 
local advice and support to their schools and 
childrenôs services. 

A comprehensive Emergency Management Re-
source Kit will be distributed shortly to assist with 
engaging your parents, staff and local commu-
nity in discussions about emergency and bush-
fire preparedness. 

Where possible, DEECD will provide up to 3 
days notice of a planned closure (including warn-
ings about cancelling, changing, rescheduling or 
recalling off-site activities, such as camps and 
excursions), as well as information about cancel-
lation or changes to bus transport routes. 

Schools, childrenôs services and local communi-
ties should however expect that, in some in-
stances, fewer than 3 days notice may be pro-
vided. 

The final decision to close a facility will be con-
firmed no later than 12 noon the day before 
planned closure. 

Once the decision to close is made, this will not 
change ï regardless of changes in weather fore-
cast ï this will help limit confusion and provide 
time for parents to make alternative care ar-
rangements for their children. The list of closures 
will be published on the Departmentôs website 
(www.education.vic.gov.au) 

DEECD is working closely with non-government 
school authorities, the Municipal Association of 
Victoria and other key stakeholders to achieve a 
consistent approach to school and childrenôs ser-
vice closure arrangements. 

The safety of children and staff is our paramount 

consideration in an emergency event.

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number  

Our school is working with the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development to 
allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to 
each student at the school.  

 

The VSN is a student identification number that 
is being assigned to all students in government 
and non-government schools, and students in 
Vocational Education and Training Institutions. 
The number, which is unique to each student, 
will be used as a key identifier on a studentôs 
school records, and will remain with the student 
throughout his or her education, until reaching 
the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, ran-
domly assigned, and tied to stable information 
about the student (name, gender, date of birth).  

 

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number 
will provide the capability to accurately detect 
patterns of student movement through, and de-
parture from, the Victorian education and training 
system. It will greatly improve the collection and 
analysis of timely and accurate data about edu-
cation in Victoria. The Department collects infor-
mation to track improvements made to the edu-
cation system, identify areas that require further 
improvement, and to analyse trends and identify 
future needs. The VSN will improve the accu-
racy, reliability and completeness of this informa-
tion, providing a better basis for assessing needs 
and developing policies to meet them.  

 

You will see the VSN appear on student report 
cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit confir-
mations.
